The TRF's mission is to save Thoroughbreds no longer able to compete at the racetrack from possible abuse, neglect and
slaughter. In furtherence of this mission, the TRF places many of its rescued Thoroughbreds into its Second Chances
Vocational Training Program where the incarcerated inviduals learn skills in equine care and management while caring for
the horses in the TRF herd. Through this experience, the students not only learn a valuable trade but they also learn
valuable life lessons and the horses teach non-verbal skills such as responsibility, patience, trust, team work.

The TRF workshop is scheduled for late October 24-26th of 2023. The funds will be used to
| pay for any stipends to the guest speakers and trainers or any of their travel and
accommodations. In addition, the funds will be used allow all for all farm managers the

opportunity to attend.

Other sources of funding for the project will include the following:

Corporate sponsors will be approached to subsidize the seminars. While not yet received, the
TRF plans to obtain at least $3,000 in sponsorships.

Currently, there are eight Second Chances vocational instructors that are paid by the
Department of Corrections in their respective states. We are in the process of submitting
requests to each of the departments for help in funding all, or part, of the conference expenses
for their employees. We have budgeted $3,600 for these Departments to help subsidize.

Board members will be invited to join, however, the TRF will cover only the food and cost of
conference materials for board members. We will be asking board members to sponsor
employees as well. Because we have board members located in seven states, it is unlikely that
all 11 board members will attend. We have budgeted for six board members.

The TRF will fund the balance of expenses not covered by other sources. See the attached

' budget for detailed projections.

Qver the past year, the TRF has taken advantage of every opportunity to showcase the organization and promote TB's and its mission
of aftercare at horse shows, tracks, Equine Affaire, and events throughout the country. In addition, the TRF offers private visits to its
Second Chances Programs for the purpose of highlighting the vaiue TB's have after their racing careers are over even if they are not
suitable for second athletic careers and offer a glimpse into the vocational training that takes place every day at eight correctional

centers around the country.

Also, the TRF offers tours to the public through its sanctuary farm at Chestnut Hall in Propsect, KY. Through these tours, visitors hear
and see, firsthand, how horses can be great ambassadors for the breed, and learn about the life cycle of TB's. These tours are offered

9 months of the year.

In 2022, our Vocational Instructor at the Juvenile Justice Program in Ocala presented at the Restoring Hope Conference where Ms.
Velvet Saulsberry held an interactive session on the Power of the Horse to Impact Positive Mental Health in Youth.

In June of 2022, the TRF collaborated with the National Museum of Racing and Hall of Fame along with Old Friends at Cabin Creek
and Therapeutic Horses of Saratoga to present the first annual "Celebrating Sanctuary” to highlight the need for sanctuary farms and
the value these ex-racehorses have in our community. A second one is planned for this coming June.

The TRF mails 5 appeals and one print newsletter per year that highlights the work of the TRF and how our rescued horses are an
integral part of the Second Chances Programs. In addition, we offer an electronic newsletter roughly 10 time per year with stories
highlighting the benefits that horses bring to humans.

The TRF uses social media (facebook, instagram, twitter) as well as constant contact to spread the word of aftercare and the work of
our Thoroughbreds.

In 2022, the TERF funding in the amount of $10,000 was used to acquire teaching aids for all
of our second chances programs. These aids enhanced the learning experience for the
students, kept the program updated and more relevant.

In 2021, the TERF award in the amount of $5,000 was used for educational purposes including
additional Groom Elite certification for new Second Chances Managers.

\ In 2020, the TERF funding in the amount of $10,000 was used to certify our vocational
instructors in the Groom Elite Program, a nationally acclaimed and recognized certificate
program in equine care and management. This certification allows our instructors to teach the
curriculum and certify the students who meet the requirements of the written and practical

exams.

Item #2 - Listing of 3-5 goals for the project:

With respect to the Equiciser the goals include:

Providing the students with a safe way to learn balance, position and strength before
riding one of the horses. Many of our students have never seen a horse, or touched one,
and this is an amazing way to introduce them to the skills needed to begin their riding
career.

For the women who are riding- test their skills and teach them important safety and core
strength movement to keep them in the saddle as well as improve their riding finesse.
Challenge them in ways that they cannot be when riding one of our retired racehorses
Many of the women go on to become exercise riders at the track and private
businesses- this very specific skill taught by the Equisizer will help them seek gainful
employment and be able to confidently take on the job of riding young racehorses. This
Equisizer is designed for jockeys, and available in every “Jock’s Room” at Racecourses
in America- to help improve the jockey’s skills and keep them sharp for racing. For our
students, it would be invaluable to hone their skills for riding thoroughbreds.

With respect to the workshop/conference:

Allow Farm managers and vocational instructors with the opportunity to share
experiences, problem solve, and collaborate. They are a unique profession that is very
limited, with few of these positions existing in the country. Sharing knowledge on how
different programs operate successfully is key
Sharing the educational components of different curriculums, and how each portion is
implemented to teach different groups of individuals who have (generally) no background
or experience with horses.
Provide an opportunity to engage with each other to create a supportive and
collaborative network of managers that can use each other as a resource
To provide training to all farm mangers on issues of particular interest to the TRF. Topics
will include but not limited to:

o Pasture management and rotational grazing

o Care of the aging equine

o Review standard operating procedures for equine care and farm management as

well as administrative and personnel policies and best practices.



# 3 — Description of Proposed Project:

Part I. Purchase of Equicizer:

The TRF consistently explores ways to improve and expand the curriculum of our Second
Chances Vocational Training Program which provides incarcerated individuals with the
opportunity to learn skills in equine care and management. In addition, the TRF thrives to
enhance the learning experience for the participants and keep it fresh, relevant and interesting.

At our Lowell Correctional Second Chances Program in Ocala, Florida, the female participants
are eager to learn as many aspects of horse care and handling as possible so that they can
improve their chances for gainful employment in the equine industry upon their release from
prison.

Women in this program are eager to learn riding skills, however, many of the participants have
never been involved with horses, and in some cases, intimidated by these large animals. The
women have improvised with hand-made and very rudimentary equipment in an effort to
replicate the riding experience and learn some basic skills. As you will see from the photo
below, they have been very resourceful and imaginative in trying to create a riding experience,
however, it does not begin to provide them with the skills, strength, balance and confidence
necessary to ride.

To this end, we are requesting the sum of $3,449 to purchase an Equicizer to benefit all the
students in the program. The Equicizer is a mechanical horse that is non-motorized and is
controlled by the rider’s own movement. Invented by Frank Lovato, Jr. in 1982, it is used by
people all over the world for exercise, training and therapy. With consistent practice on this
equipment, students will acquire new skills or improve their existing riding skills and doso in a
safe and efficient manner. This equipment is used by professional riders and jockeys to build
core strength and develop riding finesse. This equipment will prepare our students for riding our
Thoroughbreds, and possibly, preparing our horses for second careers. This hew challenge will
help keep the students engaged and improve their marketability upon release.

As shown in the below photo, the TRF will have the ability to dedicate the Equicizer to the
Thoroughbred Education & Research Foundation with an engraved plaque on the front of the
horse.

Part Two: National Farm Managers & Vocational Instructor’s Seminar:

Currently, the TRF operates 15 farms in 8 states including Second Chances Programs at
correctional facilities across the country. Due to geographic and time zone challenges,
communication as a group is extremely limited and tends to happen one on one with the
National Herd Manager or Program Development Manager. With the addition of several new
vocational instructors, the timing is right to bring the managers together to share their unique
and common challenges, problem solve, and build relationships with each other to create a
supportive network. In addition, it is an opportunity to share and review all of the TRF’s
standard operating procedures and best practices including horse care, farm management as
well as personnel and administrative policies.

With that in mind, the TRF is planning a 3-day conference scheduled for October 24-26" in
Baltimore, MD to bring all the farms managers and key employees together. In addition to N
providing an important networking opportunity for our managers, the TRF will offer seminars on
issues of most concern to our managers and most relevant to our aging herd including:

Pasture Management and rotational grazing
Special concerns and care for aging equines.
Review of best practices and SOP’s

The presenters have not been chosen as of this date but will likely include an equine vet,
possibly the former Equine director of the Global Federal of Animal Sanctuaries, Daryl Tropea.

Second Chances Programs and Sanctuary Farms what they are today. This gathering
together of all TRF farm managers will help to develop an even stronger partnership for all
of us for communication. The impact for this gathering will be a large learning opportunity
in order to collaborate, share ideas, and further our goal of saving horses and changing lives.

We are such a unique group, and with this particular job there are so few of us in the
country that this gatherings will allow us to share information on how other farm managers
handle department of corrections and in that world: the horses. COVID has brought us all
onto an online platform and bolstered communication, but nothing will be better than face
to face interactions. During the convention all the TRF farm managers will be able to
revamp the learning materials we utilize, compare notes on what is working for teaching
this group of individuals, and share ideas for how to improve. We are teaching a group that
generally has no industry knowledge, and with this have the ability to teach them in the
correct way. At the convention the farm managers can also gather questions and update our
farm manager binders with important new rules and regulations for the TRF.

In addition, having a vet seminar can help us ask questions and study new up and coming
horse knowledge as a group. The best teachers continue to learn, so that we may pass on
additional knowledge to our students. There is so much regarding equine welfare and best
practices and these also vary by state. New ideas can therefore be brought to the table based
on climate, geographic location, and other variables. These inter-relationships between
farms can be greatly strengthened by our Farm Manager gathering, and will allow us to
better help each other in future situations with horses and learning materials. The ability to
approach new learning opportunities within the equine education can help the farm

managers care for the horses healthier and safer.
