The Honey Brook Community Library is excited to plan numerous activities to celebrate America’s 250th anniversary.  After the completion of a major renovation/expansion project last year, the library now has a spacious community room for a variety of programs and looks forward to utilizing this space in the celebration of the country’s anniversary.
The staff of HBCL has been organizing a speaker series to take place during the course of the next several months which includes the topics of the captivity of Benjamin Gilbert and family in the early 1780’s, the history of the Underground Railroad in Chester County, and a discussion on the diverse backgrounds of the people throughout the years who have called Chester County home.  
We anticipate that this variety of presentations will appeal to a wide range of the community especially for those interested in our Quaker roots, the Underground Railroad and its impact in our area, and a better understanding of how present day Chester County came to be. With the programming that is planned, we have the chance to reflect on how our country has grown and changed through the years, celebrate where we are at the present time, and encourage active, compassionate citizens for the future.
