Project Summary
The North Coventry Township Historical Commission respectfully requests $2,500.00 in grant support for the Iron Legacy Tour, a guided, history-focused motorcoach tour designed to educate residents and visitors about the region’s rich iron-making heritage and its role in the early development of northern Chester County and the United States.
